“COME AND SEE”
      There are thousands of young Americans who have moved to the Far East to live a life that is completely opposite from ours.  They want to experience something spiritual.  They want to seek peace by controlling the body, heart and mind.  They want to get away from the so-called American way of life.
       A young Catholic college student who knew several of these voluntary exiles made this observation: “ I can understand how they want peace and solitude, away from this rat-race.  I have the same feeling now and then.  But do you know what I do?  I go over to church, and just sit or kneel for several minutes.  It is peaceful.  It is quiet.  Just Jesus and myself.  I have the same experience that they travel thousands of miles to get”.
      We read in today’s Gospel how some would-be followers of Jesus wanted to know where he was staying.  He told them: “Come and see”.
      Too many Catholics never experience the peace and quiet of a few minutes alone with Our Lord, especially in church.  Try it.  Like the apostles, we want to know where Jesus lives.  He is right here, day and night, just for you.  He says to you and me: “Come and see”.
      Come for a few minutes before Mass; many do.  Stay a few minutes afterwards.  Avoid the rush.  Actually experience the soul-satisfying, body-resting practice of spending a few quiet moments with Our Lord.
       Some Catholics have a quiet time and/or a quiet corner in their homes where they can pray and meditate.  Christ is there.  Some working people use the first minutes of their day to get in touch with Jesus.
        The point is that we do not have to travel to the Far East to experience peace and quiet.  Christ is near.  Come and see.  God bless you.
