 LOVE IS KIND

     The story in today’s Gospel is the story of too many

so-called Christian communities.

     When Jesus walked this earth, many accepted him, and many rejected him.  Some of his own countrymen even tried to throw him off a cliff, as we read, because he told them some unpleasant truths.  Finally they succeeded in nailing him to a cross.  Jesus told us this would be the lot of many of his followers.  Many millions have suffered and died because they loved Christ----killed by those who hated Christ.  We can expect such cruelty from those who don’t believe in Christ, but what about cruelty from those who claim to be Christian?

     It is almost unbelievable but there are some Christians who persecute other Christians.  They take advantage of the poor, the weak and the helpless.  They destroy their neighbor’s peace of mind and good name by vicious gossip.  They look down on people of a different color, a different social and financial level.  They make no effort to help those in need.  They live as though they never heard Jesus say:  “Love thy neighbor,” or as if they never heard St. Paul say that: “Love is kind.”  Instead they are cruel.

     Most of you, thank God, are trying to carry out what Jesus said.  If you happen to be a victim of persecution then call out in the words of today’s Responsorial Psalm:

“In your justice rescue me and deliver me.  O my God, rescue me from the hand of the wicked.” Offer this prayer for the persecuted of the world.

     If you have inflicted injustice on somebody else, then read and reread the hymn of love, which St. Paul sings for us in today’s Second Reading.

     May we never join those who would throw Jesus over a cliff by being cruel to our neighbor.  Rather, inspired and strengthened by his death for us, repeated in every Mass, may we resolve to live in the kindness of Christ.  God bless you.
