 WORK WITH GOD
     Today’s Gospel tells us how Jesus came to the help of several of his Apostles.  They made their living by the rough and exhausting work of fishing.  They had caught nothing all night.  Jesus told them to throw out their nets again.  Miraculously, they caught so many fish that the boats were in danger of sinking.  Jesus wanted to show them that they would catch men just as they caught fish, but there is another important lesson to be learned, namely that Jesus was interested in the work of his followers.  He is ready to help everyone who works hard.

     Jesus himself worked hard.  As a carpenter he knew what it was to get tired, hungry and thirsty.  He knew what it was to get dusty and dirty.  He knew how it felt to be discouraged, to be concerned about making a living.

     That is one reason he was interested in working people----farmers, carpenters, fishermen, shepherds, workers in the vineyard.  He lived their life.  He is interested in those who make a living and do most of your work with muscle and brawn.

     Today most of us work with our brains more than with our brawn.  That too is taxing and tiring.  One can get weary behind a computer, at a machine, behind a teacher’s desk.  Doctors and nurses and lawyers can be tired in mind and body.  Jesus also knew how hard that type of work was because he did much of it

     What St. Paul boasts of in today’s Second Reading, Christ could also say of himself:  “I have worked harder than all the others.”  The words of the response should be ours: “When I called you answered me.  You built up strength within me.”

     At Mass, at the Offertory you will notice the priest pour a quantity of wine into the chalice, and then he adds a few drops of water into the wine.  The wine is rich and strong; the water is poor and weak; that is what we do. The water represents us, weak and poor. But when our work is united with that of Christ, it takes on the strength of his merits; it becomes powerful.  Christ stoops down to help us.  May the Master inspire us to do our work----with him and for him!  God bless you.
