“LIVING WATER”

     In today’s Gospel, water is the main theme.  Tired and thirsty from his journey, Jesus asks a Samaritan woman for a drink of water.  This request for ordinary water becomes an occasion for Jesus to talk about another kind of water, namely living water that becomes a fountain within us, springing up to provide eternal life.
     Living or running water, spring water is greatly prized; otherwise during the rainless months one must depend on cisterns, which stored up the previous winter’s rains.  The Samaritan woman understands only natural water, but Jesus is referring to His divine revelation and to the Holy Spirit who will be given to those who accept that.
      Like the Samaritan woman, we thirst for meaning in life. Too often, we try to quench our thirst with stagnant water.  We go to the cistern of excess in drink, drugs, and sex, work or material possessions.  We think that five husbands, or five cars or five stereos, or five of anything will satisfy our thirst for human fulfillment.
      But none of these satisfy us completely.  They always leave us thirsting for better things---like the peace that comes from personally experiencing Jesus; or the freedom that comes from following Him; or the joy that comes from serving His people.  When we drink of the water that Jesus gives—the water of His word in the Scriptures; the water of His spirit in the sacraments; the water of His presence in prayer; the water of His grace in ministry—we will never be thirsty.  Instead His life giving waters will become a fountain within us, springing up to refresh people around us, to relieve the dry, arid lives of the poor and to nourish the hearts of the lonely.
     Following the lead of the Samaritan woman, we will go out and bring others to Jesus: “Come see the Messiah, drink His water, and never be thirsty again”. God bless you.

For over thirty years Permanent Deacons have served in the Archdiocese of New Orleans in almost every parish and in many archdiocesan ministries.  Men considering entering the Permanent Diaconate may enter the formation program at age thirty, but must be thirty-five at ordination.  They may be married or single, should have a solid spiritual life, a stable lifestyle, and be involved in lay ministries.
