WHAT IS HUNGER ?
      What is it like to be hungry? Several years ago, a federal Senator from the state of California, tried to eat on $1.25 a day. He had learned that many senior citizens had only that amount to spend on food. In two weeks he lost 6 pounds and learned that you spend almost all of your time thinking about food.

     The enemies of Christ accused him of not fasting. Without going into Christ’s answer, suffice it to say that Christ and his disciples did fast. Ever since then, cutting down on food has been a special practice of the Catholic Church. Vatican Council II removed the obligation, except for Ash Wednesday and Good Friday and left fasting up to each individual. The Church did not say to stop fasting, but quoted the answer of Christ: “Unless you all do penance, you will all perish.”

     May I suggest that you fast at least once a week?

Not only for the usual reasons: to tame our sinful flesh; to make up for our sins; to strengthen us against temptations; to give power to our prayers; to close our minds and strengthen our bodies. I recommend fasting for another reason: to help us realize what it means to be really hungry and to experience what millions of starving human beings have to suffer.

     Cutting down on food will help us to experience the discomfort, pain and weakness of living on a limited amount of food. It will help us to know what millions who are hungry go through each day, people who never have a full meal.

     Cutting down on food can be a way of making up for the greed and hardheartedness of those who will not share. Fasting can become even more valuable when we give the money we have saved to feed the hungry.

     There is a special meaning in the prayer Jesus taught us, the Our Father. “Give us this day our daily bread.” “Us” means all of us. Not just you and your family, but the whole human family. When you fast you are helping God answer the prayer of millions who are painfully hungry this very hour.

     In just over a week, we will be in the midst of Lent, a time of special fasting and penance. During this coming Lent we should all try to share the sufferings of Christ and of his hungry brothers and sisters throughout the world.

Identify one bad habit that keeps you from growing and resolve to eliminate or reduce it.  For example, try giving up junk food and eat only healthy foods instead, or resolve to avoid gossip and say only kind words.  Energize your prayer life.  Consider increasing your Mass attendance from once in a while to every Sunday or from every Sunday to several days a week.  Trade an hour of television each day for an hour of prayer.  Perform at least one act of love.  Chat with a lonely person.  Repair a broken friendship.  Choose another way to show someone your love them.  This Lenten awakening can be disturbing and the necessary repairs painful, but the rewards are so sweet that we willingly take it on.
