      St. Maria Goretti was a beautiful twelve-year-old Italian

girl.  She lived in the early part of the twentieth century.  Not far from her home lived a young man, Allesandro Serenelli, whose lustful heart was attracted to Maria.  Again and again he tempted her to sin with him, but she always refused because it was a sin.

     He watched for a chance.  One day when the parents were gone, again he made advances.  On her refusal he raped her, and in an uncontrollable rage he slashed her to death.  Not many years later, in 1950, she was declared a SAINT.  Allesandro was present for her canonization.  He is still in prison for murder.

     Thank God for souls like Maria who would rather die than do anything impure.  We need Christ’s help. Pray the Our Father with special meaning:  “Lead us not into temptation.”  May Jesus and his mother watch over us.  God bless you.
