THREE DAYS THAT CHANGED THE WORLD

The liturgies from Holy Thursday through the evening of Easter Sunday are referred to as the “Triduum, “meaning 

“Three Days.”  (For this purpose we measure the “days” as the Jewish people measured their days: dusk on Thursday to dusk on Sunday.) The central events of the Easter Triduum, and of the Christian faith, are called the Paschal Mysteries. Paschal refers to Passover. In these Paschal Mysteries, the symbols of Passover – lamb, bread and wine are invested with new meaning as God makes a new covenant with His people through Jesus’ suffering, death, and resurrection. These are the days in which we are given the opportunity to share in the mystery and power of God’s love as lived out in the suffering of Jesus. It is perhaps most helpful to think of these days not as separate celebrations, but as one continuous remembrance in which we meet and follow Jesus.
