TAKE THE STONE AWAY

     The Orthodox Church has an interesting Easter custom.  At the end of Easter Sunday services boiled eggs are blessed and given to everyone in church to show that all share in the blessings of Easter.  The members then greet one another and hit their eggs together.  When one’s egg crack, the owner cries “Christ is risen.”

The other person says, “Christ is truly risen.”

Cracking the eggs represents the breaking open the tomb of Christ.  The egg shows new life inside the egg is the material necessary for a little baby chicken.  That new life comes forth when the chick breaks out of the egg.

     Christ coming forth from the grave is something like that.  Christ was really dead before he came to life again.   The egg seems dead before it brings forth new life.  The egg reminds us of the tomb in which Christ was buried.  The chick breaking forth from the egg reminds us of Jesus breaking forth from the tomb.

     We are happy at Easter because Christ rose from the dead and he promised that we too would rise from the dead sometime in the future.

     In today’s Gospel we read that the “stone was taken away.”  By God’s power Christ’s grave was opened.  By God’s power the stone that holds you and me can be taken away.

     What are these stones that hold you and me down?  First, there is the stone of selfishness, being concerned with only our own good.  The stone of indifference or lack of love keeps us from doing good for our neighbor.  On this glorious day of the resurrection when we re-live the story of God’s great love for us, we can break out of this indifference, with the strength of the risen savior.

  What is the stone that you would like to take away?  Is it impurity, dishonesty, laziness, pride, anger, envy?  With the help of the risen Lord throw it off and Easter will be much happier for you.

      The main reason for our joy today is that Jesus rose from the dead and that he promised we will rise.  There is special joy in each of the resurrections we spoke of above.  May our heavenly Father bring us all to the glory of the resurrection.  The Blessed Trinity is on the altar of the Mass, ready to share with us the happiness of having rolled away the stone.  That is the kind of Easter I wish for all of you.  God bless you.
