     In today’s Gospel, the risen Christ prepares breakfast for the apostles. They did not recognize Jesus immediately.  After a while they recognized it was the Lord.  Several times his friends failed to recognize Christ until he made himself known.

     When your mother prepares breakfast for you, do you realize that she is taking the place of Jesus?  When she washes and irons, and cleans the house for you, do you ever realize that Jesus is doing it for you----through your mother?  Through your father Jesus provides food, clothing and shelter for you.

     The salesperson in the store, the policeman, the plumber who fixes your leaky faucet----all of them are doing good things for you, blessings that come to you from Christ through them.

     This truth is even more striking in spiritual matters.  On Sundays when you attend Mass, Jesus prepares a meal for you in Holy Communion.  He does it through the priest.  Jesus forgives us through a priest.  He baptizes us, seals our marriages, and anoints the sick----through another human being, a priest.  Yes, Jesus speaks his truth to us, through the lector and the celebrant of the Mass.

     When you do a good turn for someone, you are Christ to that person, you do it because Christ wants you to do it, and Christ helps you to do it.  Here, of course is another mystery.  The person doing the good deed represents Christ; the person to whom you do something good also represents Christ.

     Right after Jesus prepared breakfast for the apostles, he asked Peter: “Do you love me?”  Every time Jesus does something for us through another we should tell him that we love him.  Beg Our Lord to help you realize that good done to others is good done to him.  And when someone does something for you, you will realize that it is Jesus

doing something good for you.  God bless you.

A white filmy layer covers the baby and protects her delicate skin from the surrounding amniotic fluid and from scratches as she twists and turns. This waxy substance will be quickly absorbed into her skin soon after she is born. She can now respond to sound. Her lungs are fairly well developed and she would stand a good chance of survival if born at this time.
