THE GLORY OF PAIN

    What did Jesus mean when he said:  “Now is the 

Son of Man glorified, and in him God is glorified?”

     He spoke those words at the Last Supper, just moments before he was to start the sufferings that would end in his death and lead to his resurrection.  Jesus knew that his resurrection would honor his Father and himself.  We can understand that.  But Jesus also knew that the sufferings he would go through that Holy Thursday night and that first Good Friday would be to the glory of the Father and the Son because pain was a part of the divine plan for the salvation of man.  He suffered and died in glory, because he was carrying out the plan of his Father, as he prayed in the Garden after the Last supper:  “not my will but yours be done.”  He did not have to wait until Easter morning to be glorified.  He had already been glorified during his tortures and crucifixion.

     This truth every sufferer must realize.  Many of us make our morning offering in words like these:  “O my God, I offer you all my thoughts, words and actions of this day for your greater honor and glory, in union with the sufferings and death of Jesus Christ.”  Look at pain, weariness and discouragement through the eyes of Christ, as part of your way of giving glory to the heavenly Father

     Mothers, for example, know that the pain of child-bearing, child-caring, child-rearing are an essential part of God’s plan for them, part of the glory of motherhood, part of the joy of bringing a child into the world.

     At the same time, we must not think that everything has to be difficult and painful to be worthwhile in the eyes of God.  Happy moments, good times, lawful pleasures are also part of his plan for us.  Offer them to him also.

     In the holy Sacrifice of the Mass, we offer our sufferings

together with the sufferings of Jesus.  In fact, every word,        

every action----and pain---- we offer in praise of God.  Join the priest as he holds up the Sacred Host and Precious Blood and prays:  “All honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father.”  God bless you.
