                    LOVE AND THE COMMANDMENTS

    St. Francis of Assisi had a deep love for God and man.  One day he met a man who claimed that he had no love for God.  As they walked, they met a man who was blind and paralyzed.  Francis asked the sightless cripple: Tell me, if I were to restore your sight and the use of your limbs, would you love me?”  “Ah” replied the beggar, “I would not only love you but I would be your slave for the rest of my life.”

     “See”, said St. Francis to the man who admitted he could not love God, “This man would love me if I gave him back his sight and health.  Why can’t you love the God who created you with good eyesight and strong limbs?”

     God asks the same question of each one of us.   We must say to God what the beggar said to St. Francis.  “I will not only love you, but I will be your slave for the rest of my life.”

Jesus tells us in the Gospel today:  ‘If a man loves me, he will keep my word.”  Love of Christ means to do what Christ wants.  What Christ and his heavenly Father want is made clear in the Ten Commandments.  Ask yourself:  Am I trying to do what God wants?  If you are really trying, then you love God.

     Some people falsely maintain:  All we have to do is love God.  Don’t bother with the Commandments.  Suppose a man said to his wife----often:  “Honey, I love you.”  But he never did what his wife wanted.  He would curse and swear; drink to excess; never take the wife out; come late for meals.  Actually he does not love his wife

This exactly is what Christ is talking about.  If you truly love me you will really try to do what I want.

It is not a question of doing one or the other, love God or keep the commandments.  It is love and the commandments.  We will prove our love for God by doing what he wants and avoiding what he does not want, because he is all-good in himself and because he has been all-good to us.  We will not say we love God; we will be his willing slaves, his loving servants.
We will pray with love and meaning the words of Eucharistic Prayer #2:  “Make us worthy to share eternal life….with all who have done your will throughout the ages.”  The words of the Our Father will take on extra meaning when we say:  “thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.” Jesus himself gives us the perfect example of love.
