THE GREATEST SUPPER
    Why do we honor the Last Supper at this time of the year?  We celebrated it on Holy Thursday, didn’t we, the 

anniversary of when it happened?  Yes, but Holy Thursday comes during Holy Week, a sad and solemn time. The church, the family of God, wants to celebrate this day with a special feast, with special joy and on a Sunday, when all can join in the celebration.

     The night before he died for all of us he uttered for the first time the words, “This is my Body,” “This is my Blood.”

Then for the first time we, as human beings, received Holy Communion.  Then Jesus told his Apostles and all of us that the very same Body that would hang on the Cross the next day, the very same Blood that would flow from his wounds, he was giving them right now at their last meal together.  Jesus told them:  “Do this in memory of me.”

In other words do this as a memorial of my death.

     In Mass we Catholics do what Jesus did at the Last Supper.  We show forth, we proclaim, we represent the death of Jesus as he commanded.  We really relive the Last Supper and his death the next day.

     A memorial is anything that helps preserve the memory of a person or an event.  It can be an object of an action, a monument, or a practice.  At the first Holy Thursday, Christ was clearly starting a practice that would recall and preserve the memory of his death for all time.

     The greatest monument in the world, the greatest painting in the world, even the one by Leonardo Da Vinci, is really small compared to the greatest Supper as we relive it in every Mass.  This is the precious truth we celebrate on this feast of the Body and Blood of Christ.

Out of love Jesus gave us himself.  Out of love we will accept him and receive him in Holy Communion.
