                             THE SUPREME PHYSICIAN
     Dr. George Levell was for many years a medical missionary for the Southern Baptists in China. A medical missionary is a doctor, nurse, or other trained person who gives time and talents to relieving physical suffering as a way of bringing souls to Christ. Dr. Levell tells of an elderly woman who was brought to the Stout Memorial Hospital in Canton, where he was chief surgeon. Someone had told this old lady that the Jesus doctor would heal her. When she saw the doctor, completely in white, bending over her, she looked up into his face and asked: “Are you Jesus?”

     In today’s Good News St. Mark tells of “a woman who had a flow of blood for twelve years, who had suffered much under many physicians, had spent all she had, and was no better but rather worse.” Despite the elbow to elbow crowds around our Lord, she wormed her way close to Christ, reached out and touched the tassle of His garment, in the hope of being cured. Jesus knew that power had gone out of Him. He turned to the ailing woman and declared: “Dauther, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be healed of your disease.”

     That woman represents all of us who have had to see a doctor at some time or other. At least we have taken a loved one, a friend, to some physician. As followers of Christ you and I have definite advantages, special helps in relation to doctors and medical people.

     When you or a loved one or a friend has to have the services of a doctor, give that human instrument of God every trust and confidence, every cooperation, even though the most capable, the most skillful surgeon, is limited. For that very reason when we go to a human physician, we must also go to the Divine Physician. Over and above and beyond the ability and skill of the greatest human healer, Christ still works wonders of healing.
     When you must see a doctor, be sure to offer a prayer to Christ The Healer to choose the right doctor, and then to help that medical expert make the right diagnosis and give the right treatment. Even before you have to see a doctor, be sure to thank God every day for health. Too often health is not appreciated until one has lost it.

     Unlike the sick woman in today’s Gospel who went to all other physicians first and finally in desperation forced her way to touch Christ, you and I will touch Christ before and during any treatment by a physician. We touch Jesus in every one of the sacraments, especially in this Holy Mass and in Holy Communion. Not that we will follow the unreasonable beliefs of those who condemn all medicine and surgery, but that we will use all of the helps of the medical profession, never forgetting to approach the greatest Healer of them all, Jesus Christ, the Lord of all good things, the Lord especially of all health of soul and body.

     May we have the faith of the woman who was healed. May Jesus reward our faith with His merciful and powerful help. God bless you
