“WHEAT AND WEEDS”

       Why does God permit irreligious, worldly and even sinful people to thrive and succeed?  Jesus gives us the answer in today’s Good News.
       God has planted the wheat, the good people.  The enemy, the devil has planted weeds, wicked people.  Jesus tells us to let both the wheat and weeds grow until the harvest time, the judgment, when the wheat will be gathered and saved, while the weeds will be gathered and burned.
      God is just.  One reason he allows the evil to be materially successful is to reward them on earth for the little good they may have done.  He sometimes permits the good to suffer on earth for the few wrongs they may have done, so that their joy will be more complete at the judgment.
     We asked in our opening prayer: “Father, let the gift of your life continue to grow in us”.  In the first reading we prayed to God: “Though you are Master of might, you judge with clemency, and with much lenience you govern us”.  In the responsorial psalm we said: “You, O Lord, are a God merciful and gracious, slow to anger, abounding in kindness and fidelity”.
     There is one big difference between the weeds and the wicked.  The weeds cannot be changed; the wicked can be changed.  That is the main purpose of the kingdom of God, to bring the godless back to God, to change human weeds into human wheat.  God bless you.

WHAT DOES STEWARDSHIP MEAN?

Remember the parable of the three servants who looked after the master’s money while he was gone?  The first two servants invested the money wisely, but the third was punished for having done nothing with what was given him. (See Matthew 25:14-30).  He was a poor steward of his master’s goods.  A steward is someone entrusted to manage an employer’s affairs and possessions.  We have each been entrusted with talents and strengths to us in God’s service and to further his mission.  He expects us to use these gifts to help others know him, serve him, and be happy with him in Heaven.  Today, stewardship means committing the best portion of our time, talent, and treasures to the mission of the Church.  Generous sharing of resources, including money, is central to caring for God’s Church and his people.  When you realize that everything you have and everything you do is from God, then you want to give back in thanksgiving.  This is modern day stewardship in action.
QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS
I’m confused about what to do when I approach the 

     Altar for communion.  Do I genuflect or bow?

Remember the days when we receive Communion by kneeling at the altar rail and receiving the host on our tongue?  That was prescribed as a posture of reverence to show respect and adoration for the Body and Blood of our Lord.  Today, the U.S. bishops have decided that we should approach the altar and stand to receive Communion.  When we approach, we are to bow our heads as a gesture of reverence before we receive the consecrated host from the priest, deacon, or extraordinary minister.  You can choose to receive the host either on your tongue or in your hand.  When Holy Communion is offered under both kinds – the Body and Blood – we repeat the bow of our heads before receiving each kind.  Genuflection is appropriate at other times.  For example, we should genuflect before the tabernacle containing the reserved sacrament
