THE PRICE OF PEACE
     To shake us out of our spiritual laziness and drowsiness, our heavenly Father often permits trials and troubles that awaken us, sometimes roughly, to his presence, his power and his love.

     That is one reason God permits the many difficulties, divisions, differences and disagreements in his Church today.  Jesus tells us in the Gospel that he did not come to bring peace on a silver platter, but those difficulties would be the price of peace.  Peace demands struggle.  The individual who seeks peace must struggle against his own inclinations.  The family of God seeking peace must give up, sometimes painfully, and go through many differences and disagreements.  All these are part of God’s plan to shake us up out of a drowsy condition that could lead to spiritual death.
     What is happening in the Church?  Catholics and non-Catholics are asking that question.  The answer: the Church is going through a trial, a testing, a purifying, cleansing period when the true followers of  Jesus, those who seek true peace that comes from painful struggle, will stand out from those who prefer a false peace that requires no special effort.
     What can we do?  Every Catholic must search his own soul.  We must realize that God is still watching over his family here on earth.  God is still guiding his leaders.  God still loves his family and every member of his family.

     Pray for peace in the Church.  Use the words of the Responsorial Psalm: “The Lord heard my cry….he made firm my steps.”
     In every Mass, we are reliving the sufferings and death of Jesus, the price of the Resurrection, the price of the peace he proclaimed on the first Easter.  May the family of God pray and work through the troubles of our time to a new resurrection and a new peace.  God bless you.

FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK:
     May I first try to present recent events which have prompted me to the action which may be unpopular in some people’s minds.  Over the July 4th holiday, the middle building of our school was broken into, some classrooms were vandalized and there was some theft in other rooms.  The police were notified and an investigation is ongoing.  If caught, the violators will be fully prosecuted.  The perpetrators left a “skateboard gang” logo on school walls obviously proud of their work.  In the last several weeks, some skateboard enthusiasts have broken a window to one of the school entrances.  There is evidence that one or more have even skateboarded inside of our church.  

     To mimic FDR’s “a date which will live in infamy” speech; I am asking that you join me in my declaration of war on the skateboarders.  All property which is owned by St. Louis King of France is now declared an official NO SKATEBOARD ZONE.  At no time is anyone to use a skateboard on our premises.
