“THEY’LL BE SEEING GOD”
   A priest was preparing a group of children for Confirmation and was reviewing what they had learned.  He asked one of the boys: “What will God say on judgment day to those who have led a good life?  The lad replied: “Come on into heaven and live with Me”.  
The priest went on “Now, what will God say to those who are not good enough for heaven and not bad enough for hell?”  A bright little lassie put up her hand and gave this answer in modern but correct words: “God will say ‘I’ll be seeing you’.”
   This story highlights two of the many truths we need to refresh on this feast of All Souls, set aside to remember the holy souls in Purgatory.  Where do such people go when they die?  Only the Catholic Church has the answer, namely, they go to Purgatory.  Just as God will be seeing them later, so they will be seeing God later.
   You can’t find the word “Purgatory” in the Bible, but you can find the idea.  Our Lord Himself implied that some sins must be atoned for in the next world when He spoke about the unforgivable sin of refusing to ask forgiveness (Matt. 12:32).
      Jesus also spoke about a certain prison where souls will be sent for certain sins.  They will not be released until the last penny of their debt has been paid ( Matt. 5:26).  

      The holy souls cannot merit any longer and they cannot commit sin.  They suffer mainly because they cannot be with God and see God.  They suffer a cleansing pain that can be compared to the pain of fire.  But they do have joys; they are absolutely sure that they will get to heaven.

      Purgatory highlights many of the main truths about God.  It fulfills the deepest desires of the human heart.  Pray for the holy souls, offer Mass for them.  Help them and they will help you.  God bless you.

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DOES HISTORY REPEAT ITSELF?

Some people do not believe that this is possible.  Most historians will agree that there are cycles in the passage of time, and that this is what occurs in societies.  If there is any credence to this concept in regards to parish closures, we should be able to identify some of the reoccurring patterns which have led to this predicament.  Let us examine some trends which have led to closures in the past.  The order may not be accurate; but some or all have happened to all parishes which have closed.
Close the Parish School---Experience big shifts in neighborhood population---Reduce parish staff and services---Let the common statement be “it’s the same few people who do everything”---A serious decline in Offertory Giving—letting the physical plant deteriorate—reduction in Mass Schedule---having no resources to provide a good music program at worship—cutting back office hours and availability—abandon youth ministry programs—stopping events like fairs because of inadequate volunteers—aging and infirm clergy---frustrated parish leadership---Few Baptisms and many funerals---having more and more parishioners going to other churches, with no new members coming in---not meeting financial obligations to the diocese---borrowing from the diocese to meet financial obligations---

This is not a definite list; but check out the parishes which have closed and see if you notice the pattern.  Now let’s look at ourselves---and hopefully not find any of the above.
