A glorified body has no need for food, drink or sex. In place of these there will be greater pleasures. St. Paul tells us about it. “Eye has not seen nor ear heard, neither had it entered into the heart of man, what things God had prepared for those who love him.”
We pray for these pleasures in Mass. “We hope to enjoy forever the vision of your glory”. “Bring all the departed into the light of your presence”.

The Holy Sacrifice gives us some idea of the difference between earth and heaven. We offer bread and wine to the heavenly Father. A few moments later, through his priest, the heavenly Father will offer to me and you those earthly things, changed into the true Body and true Blood of Jesus in Holy Communion. What a difference! What a greater gift Communion is than mere bread and wine.
