How to enter heaven?
Dear Padre, How do we enter heaven? I have always believed good deeds will help us enter heaven. My friend says the Lutheran faith teaches that the only way to enter heaven is to be truly repentant for our sins; good deeds will not help. What does the Catholic faith teach? ~ Antoinette 
Dear Antoinette,
Eternal life in heaven is the hope of all Christians. Your question prompts some deeper reflection on how we live our Christian faith. Salvation in heaven is a gift for those who “die in God’s grace and friendship” (the Catechism of the Catholic Church, 1023). Even if we have lived an imperfect life but still maintain this important relationship with God, we are assured heaven after a period of purification; the Catholic calls this purification purgatory (CCC 1030-1031). Living a life of grace and friendship with God means we need to be sorry for our sins and we need to do good deeds, which manifest our desire for union with
 
God. God desires the salvation of the whole human family. The Catechism notes God continually offers us “hope of salvation, by promising redemption…. For he wishes to give eternal life to all those who seek salvation by patience in well-doing” (55). We are reminded in the fourth Eucharistic prayer that, though we lost our original friendship with God, he did not forget his promise. God continually offered salvation to people through the words of the prophets and eventually in the resurrection of Christ. God’s desire to be with us forever requires a response from us. Our works of mercy are that response to the initiative God took in calling us his sons and daughters.

What sacraments arerequired
for Catholics marrying

in the Church?

Catholics who want to be married in the Church must
be baptized in the Church, but must they also have
made their first reconciliation and Communion and
been confirmed?

Tracey
Dear Tracey,

The Code of Canon Law allows a baptized Catholic
to be married in the Church without having celebrat-
ed the sacraments of reconciliation, confirmation,
and the Eucharist, but that scenario is far from ideal.

The canon says, “If they can do so without serious
inconvenience, Catholics who have not yet received. ..
confirmation aretoreceiveitbefore...marriage.” Like-
wise, the canon strongly recommends “that those to
be married approach the sacraments of penance and
the Most Holy Eucharist so that they may fruitfully re-
ceive the sacrament of marriage” (1065).

The experience of marriage can be richer and more
fruitful for Catholics who have grounded their prac-
tice of the faith through full initiation and reqular cel-
ebrations of the Eucharist and reconciliation.

Catholicswhowant to be married in the Church but
haven’t received sacraments beyond baptism should
talk with their pastor to see what makes the most
sense regarding their deeper entrance into the sacra-
mental life of the Church.
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
