There’s never been a better time to be a long-distance godparent. Telephone plans with free long-distance calling, e-mail, social-networking sites, digital cameras, and webcams make keeping in touch inexpensive and easy. Your goddaughter is very young, so regular webcam visits are your best bet for making sure she knows who you are. Keep them short; forcing her to sit still longer than she wants to will make your visits an ordeal. And don’t be hurt if she’d clearly rather be doing something else. Just say hello, tell her you love her, and let her go. Send stickers and pictures (available at Christian bookstores) through the mail and discuss them during your web visits. Give her parents a box of preaddressed, stamped envelopes so she can send you her artwork. During your web visits, hold them up and admire them. As your goddaughter gets older, you’ll communicate in more sophisticated ways – email, phone conversations, text messaging, social-networking sites, plus whatever else has been invented by that time. But the important thing isn’t the way you keep in touch. It’s that you keep in touch regularly, not just on special occasions, and build a faith-filled relationship that will last a lifetime.

What sacraments arerequired
for Catholics marrying

in the Church?

Catholics who want to be married in the Church must
be baptized in the Church, but must they also have
made their first reconciliation and Communion and
been confirmed?

Dear Tracey,

The Code of Canon Law allows a baptized Catholic
to be married in the Church without having celebrat-
ed the sacraments of reconciliation, confirmation,
and the Eucharist, but that scenario is far from ideal.

The canon says, “If they can do so without serious
inconvenience, Catholics who have not yet received. ..
confirmation aretoreceiveitbefore...marriage.” Like-
wise, the canon strongly recommends “that those to
be married approach the sacraments of penance and
the Most Holy Eucharist so that they may fruitfully re-
ceive the sacrament of marriage” (1065).

The experience of marriage can be richer and more
fruitful for Catholics who have grounded their prac-
tice of the faith through full initiation and reqular cel-
ebrations of the Eucharist and reconciliation.

Catholicswhowant to be married in the Church but
haven’t received sacraments beyond baptism should
talk with their pastor to see what makes the most
sense regarding their deeper entrance into the sacra-
mental life of the Church.
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
