Dear Joe,
Both nuns and sisters are women religious, both use the title sister, and both profess vows of poverty, chastity, and obedience. However, there are differences.  Nuns belong to religious orders and live in monasteries. Sisters belong to congregations. When sisters live in community, they live in convents. Nuns take solemn vows of poverty, meaning they cannot acquire property. Sisters take simple vows of poverty, meaning they can acquire property but not use it for their own purposes.  If a sister inherits money, she must use it for someone else. Nuns usually live in monasteries, and their primary work is prayer. If they do another type of work, it doesn't usually involve leaving the monastery. Orders of nuns include the Poor Clares, and the Redemptoristines. Sisters are usually more apostolic, dedicating their lives to professions such as teaching, nursing, or community organizing. They're not bound to work or live in convents. Orders of sisters include School Sisters of Notre Dame and Sisters of Mercy. Whether in cloistered monasteries or in schools, hospitals, nursing homes, homeless shelters, or thousands of other places, they build up the reign of God.

What sacraments arerequired
for Catholics marrying

in the Church?

Catholics who want to be married in the Church must
be baptized in the Church, but must they also have
made their first reconciliation and Communion and
been confirmed?

Dear Tracey,

The Code of Canon Law allows a baptized Catholic
to be married in the Church without having celebrat-
ed the sacraments of reconciliation, confirmation,
and the Eucharist, but that scenario is far from ideal.

The canon says, “If they can do so without serious
inconvenience, Catholics who have not yet received. ..
confirmation aretoreceiveitbefore...marriage.” Like-
wise, the canon strongly recommends “that those to
be married approach the sacraments of penance and
the Most Holy Eucharist so that they may fruitfully re-
ceive the sacrament of marriage” (1065).

The experience of marriage can be richer and more
fruitful for Catholics who have grounded their prac-
tice of the faith through full initiation and reqular cel-
ebrations of the Eucharist and reconciliation.

Catholicswhowant to be married in the Church but
haven’t received sacraments beyond baptism should
talk with their pastor to see what makes the most
sense regarding their deeper entrance into the sacra-
mental life of the Church.
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
