If you have not received the parish census in the mail, please take a copy off of one of the tables located in church.  As is was explained in our last bulletin Father Hoang feels it would be appropriate and helpful to conduct a Parish Census, to increase the effective spiritual, educational, and social service we can offer our neighbors. It will give us the opportunity to better know the needs of all people in our parish, to improve our services and to register those who would like to become part of our parish family.  Again, we respect your privacy, therefore, only full-time rectory staff will be privy to the information you provide on your form.  Please return your census form by September 1st. We ask that it is filled out and placed in a sealed envelope and either placed in mass collection baskets or mailed to the rectory.
