What does the Church
teach about supporting
fair labor practices?

The Church champions workers’ rights, but I rarely con-
sider the working conditions of the people who make
most of the products I buy. Lately | worry that | may be
supporting unfair labor practices. How can I find out?

Dear Esther,

How to live the Gospel with credibility while so much
of humanity is without life’s basic necessities? When
Scripture permeates our lives on a personal level, justice
issues become harder to ignore—for Yahweh is revealed
as a liberator of the oppressed, and Christ viewed him-
selfinthe same way.

Social-action agencies and Internet campaigns help
build public awareness of companies that consistently
violate the dignity of fair wages, safe working condi-
tions, and child-labor laws (see Catechism of the Catho-
lic Church, 2434). To find out about a specific company
or manufacturer, do an Internet search of the company
name and “labor practices.”

One important thing to remember: It's a common
practicetorefuse to patronize businesses that treat their
workers unfairly, but it’s just as important to go out of
your way to patronize those with fair labor practices.

Even when only one consumer recommends or refus-
es to purchase a product or patronize a business, this ac-
tion is never insignificant. All it takes to influence a fam-
ily, parish, school system and/or corporate investment
committee isone informed conscience.
